Streamlined Process and Enhanced Reporting

Each year, Accredited Education Institutes (AEls) submit data to demonstrate
their ongoing compliance with the accreditation standards and criteria. After
review by the Accreditation Review Committee, select data points are aggregated
and published in a report as a service to our AEI Community. The 2019 Data
Report marks the second year we have provided the information in this format.

New This Year: More Granular Data

AEls can be found in a range of settings, from academic teaching centers

to health care delivery systems, in the United States and abroad. In response

to requests from our AEls, pages 10 through 15 of this report feature a series of
tables with data broken down by center type, size, and budget, enabling centers to
benchmark themselves against their peers and gain a better understanding

of where they fit within the AEl community.

The aggregated information published in this annual report is based upon self-
reporting by AEls. The American College of Surgeons (ACS) does not provide full
verification of the accuracy of all reported information but does follow up

on outliers or significant changes from previous years. We also investigate

if it appears that the data does not conform to the reporting instructions.

This report features data aggregated from 61 AEls that were asked to respond
in 2019. Next year, all AEls will participate, which should reveal even richer,

more comprehensive data.

The figures below do not include the additional
4,000 square feet of additional space required for Comprehensive AEls to have to meet the
needs of learners and administrative support staff.
