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Dear Miss Grimm: 

Your letter was forwarded and you have my approval to 
recommend Mr. James R. Learmonth for the Martin Memorial Lecture 
for 1949. 

Our Mission to the German Universities has spent one week 
in Frankfurt and one in Eerlin and we have found medicine badly hit 
without many of them being as aware of it as would be for their own 
good. They have been surprised with the things- that have been 
presented by our party and most of them very thankful. However 
some in Berlin were rather indifferent. 

The Center of Berlin is something you have to see to realize 
how terrible has been the destruction. There are streches many blocks 
long in the very heart where there is today neither stores nor dwelling 
places. These regions may never be rebuilt or if so only- after one 
or more generations. Business is springing up on the streets located 
about the periphery of the city. 

We left Berlin at noon today and I am glad to be away as 
the tension there is high and some feel that more serious trouble 
might break out any time. The poor German people are desperate. 
They all say the only way the Russians will be gotten out is if we 
drive them o1,1.t. 

. I can't help but remember that around the first of August 
is the .time when wars are apt to start over here. 

We still have 5 Universities to visit and then, the Lord 
willing we shall get out. 

You should hear our speeches in German!
